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Introduction

Marriage is an emotional relationship that is building upon love, trust and
respect between a man and a woman. As a result, it is seen as the
“Respectful relationship”. Cheerful and happy families are expected and
wished upon by everyone when getting marriage.

However, marriage life is not easy and simple. Not every married couple
will live happily and peacefully for all their time together. Some couples
may have to face with conflicts and disagreement in their married life and
if a matter gets more serious this may result in violence through their
family.

For the Vietnamese community living within suburbs of Fairfield City
Council, family violence is not excluded. Although, there 1s no officially
recorded statistic of domestic incidents which have occurred within the
Vietnamese community that are residing within the mentioned council
they are still present.

However, according to the Vietnamese Women’s Association AGM
Reports of supported services and VWA’s SGP reports from 2009 to
2011 which had indicated that there was high number of Vietnamese
women clients whom were experiencing or being abused financially,
physically, mentally or sexually.

Vietnamese Women’s Association aims to bring happiness and joy to the
Vietnamese women and their family, therefore the association applied
and was successful in receiving special funding to run a project called
“DV Breaks Families”. This project allows us to send out information on
domestic violence, its affects and also introduce supported services to
community through development and publishment of bilingual
information booklet on “Your happiness and the safety of your family are
your priorities”.




SECTION ONE

FAMILY VIOLENCE, ITS AFFECTS & CONSEQUENCES

Concept of domestic violence

Domestic violence is a pattern of abusive behaviours by one partner
against the other in order to gain or maintain “power” and control over
them. The domestic violence we are talking about here is in an intimate
relationship and often the victim is the female partner although
sometimes a male partner can be the victim. This however is very rare.
Having domestic violence is an unbearable part in a family’s life. It can
happen to any couple, regardless of race, culture, social classes or
education level.

Forms of domestic violence

Domestic violence is not limited to physical aggression or assault directly
on the victim’s body; it also can happen in many different forms:

1/ Physical abuse: is abuse involving contact to cause pain, injury, bodily
harm such as hitting, kicking, slapping, punching, pulling hair or
dragging someone by their hair, choking, stabbing by knife or scissors.
Some of the injuries could cause permanent damage to their victim or it
may result in their death.

2/ Sexual abuse: is any situation in which force or threat is used to obtain
unwanted sexual activities.

3/ Emotional abuse: can include constant verbal abuse, intimidation,
embarrassment which can undermine their self-esteem, constant criticism,
controlling a victim’s freedom, threats such as not letting the victim see
their children, constant threats of fear and terror which can lead to
psychological conditions such as depression.




4/ Isolation: controlling the victims actions, who they meet, where they
go and isolating the victim from friends and family or not allowing the
victim to visit them or receive visits.

5/ Economic abuse: when one intimate partner has control over
the other partner’s access to economic and financial resources in
order to make their victim dependant on them having to beg for
their personal needs.

6/ Legal abuse: to cause difficulty regarding immigration
conditions such as sending the victim back to Vietnam, taking
the victim to court to gain the right to keep their children due to
the victim not fulfilling her motherly duties.

Factors of domestic violence

There are many reasons leading to domestic violence such as: long term
unsolved problems, a controlling partner, fear or pressures in the family
which add up over a long period which proves difficult or impossible to
fix as well as lack of control over their reactions which may result in
domestic violence toward their partner.

1/ Alcohol addiction: Happens while under the influence of alcohol or
other addictive substances which they cannot control their actions and so
blame the substance for affecting their behaviour.

2/ Jealousy: many cases of domestic violence occur due to jealousy when
the partner is suspected of being unfaithful. Holding fears that the
relationship will end so a partner uses violence to gain control.

3/ Financial difficulties: Unable to find work or having trouble in
business which may affect and put tensions on their family or social life.

4/ Old fashion belief: Thinking of the spouse and children as their own
possessions therefore they have the right to treat them anyway they like
regardless of how they or other family members might feel.

Effects of family violence

Domestic violence can effect a person’s emotional and physical
wellbeing. This can have an impact on the victims children, relatives and
friends. Some can cause permanent injury, personal disorder and death.

Victims of domestic violence often suffer from resentment, depression,
fear, and trauma regardless of whether it is physical, emotional, sexual or
financial abuse.

Why don’t victims leave the violent situation?

There are many, many different reasons why victim women decide to stay
and continue living with an abusive partner. Some of the main reasons
are:

* She/he still loves her/his partner

* Financial dependence, cannot find work

* Don’t want to see their children witnessing parents separate.
* Religious belief and family practices

Your happiness and the safety of your family
are your priorities.

Your safety and the safety of the children is the most important
factor you have to consider. Seeking help and guidance can assist a
domestic violence victim to resolve the problem in their family
before it happens again.

SECTION TWO

Domestic
& Family Violence

NSW POLICE FORCE IS COMMITTED TO THE PROTECTION OF
VICTIMS OF DOMESTIC & FAMILY VIOLENCE AND WILL ARREST
PEOPLE WHO COMMIT DOMESTIC & FAMILY VIOLENCE OFFENCES.

Domestic & Family Violence is a shameful crime that erodes the safety,
security and happiness of too many families across NSW.

What is Domestic & Family Violence?

A Domestic & Family violence offence means a personal violence
offence committed by a person against another person with whom the
person who commits the offence has or has had a domestic relationship.

Domestic & Family Violence involves patterns of behaviour that include:
physical and or sexual assault, verbal abuse and insults, social isolation,
economic deprivation, emotional abuse, threats and intimidation,
harassment and stalking. Generally speaking victims of Domestic &
Family Violence are usually female, while perpetrators are male. This
does not however preclude domestic violence occurring within same sex
or other domestic relationships.

It is not limited to criminal assault. It includes fear and intimidation
experienced by many people, mainly women and children, because of
actions by someone close to them.

No person has the right to do any of these things to you. There are no
excuses for Domestic & Family Violence.

The person who commits an act of Domestic & Family
Violence may be a:

* spouse

* partner or ex-partner

* de facto

* family member

e carer or person living in the same household




What can be done?

New South Wales law gives police and the courts the power to provide
you with immediate protection, at any time, day or night. If you feel
threatened or are worried about your family’s safety call Triple Zero
(000).

Police can arrest and charge the person who is violent or threatening
towards you, or damages your property. They can make an application on
your behalf for an Apprehended Domestic Violence Order (ADVO) to
protect you from future threats and/or violence. Children and victims of
Domestic & Family Violence have the right to live safely in their homes.

An ADVO is an order made by the court to protect you from future harm.
This order can include an Exclusion Order which prohibits the abusive
person from returning to the home. The ADVO restricts the behaviour of
the person you fear — this person is referred to as the defendant.

Apprehended Domestic
Violence Orders

What is an Apprehended Violence Order (AVO)?

An AVO is an order to protect you from violence, threats and
harassment. There are two sorts of AVO’s, Apprehended Domestic
Violence Orders (ADVO’s) and Apprehended Personal Violence
Orders

(APVO’s).

An ADVO is an order made by the court to protect you from violence,
threats and harassment from a spouse, de facto partner, ex partner, family
member, carer or person living in the same household. APVO’s are
orders made by the court to protect you from violence, threats and
harassment from anyone you are not in a domestic or family relationship
with.
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This fact sheet explains ADVO’s only.

If you fear for your safety you can report your fears and experience of
domestic violence to the police and police officers can apply for an
ADVO on your behalf. Police Officers MUST apply for an ADVO if they
suspect or believe that a domestic violence offence, child abuse offence
or stalking/intimidation offence has been committed or is likely to be
committed against you.

The ADVO restricts the behaviour of the person you fear (called the
defendant) by placing conditions on the ADVO. These conditions can be:

e Not to assault, harass, threaten, stalk or intimidate you,

e Not to enter, remain on or access any premises you occupy or work
1n,

e Not to contact you directly or through a third party.

Other conditions can be included if necessary. The Court and NSW
Police Force keep a record of the ADVO made by the Court and the
conditions imposed.

It is important to keep a copy of your ADVO with you at all times. If the
defendant does not obey the conditions in the ADVO, it is called a
breach. Call the police if the defendant breaches any of the conditions of
the ADVO. The police will investigate the breach and charge the
defendant with a breach of the ADVO if there is enough evidence.

Only the court can change ADVO’s. Make sure the conditions of the
ADVO suit your particular circumstances. You or the police can apply to
the court to change or delete the conditions or extend the ADVO before
its expiry date, if you still fear the defendant.

Urgent Protection

A provisional order (or temporary) ADVO can be applied for if you need
urgent protection. Police can apply for a provisional order for your
immediate protection through an authorised Justice 24 hrs a day. It
restricts a person’s behaviour in order to protect you for a short time, until
the matter can be heard in court.

Do ADVQO’s give defendants a criminal record?

No. The ADVO does not give the defendant a criminal record. The
ADVO is recorded on the police computer system with an expiry date. A
defendant who breaches the ADVO and is found guilty of that offence at
court can be given a criminal record.

Do vou need to go to court?

Yes. You need to go to court so that a Magistrate can decide whether to
make the ADVO.

Will the defendant be told that an ADVO has been applied for?

Yes. In some circumstances police may be required to contact the
defendant to make further inquiries. After police make the application, a
summons will be issued from the court directing the defendant to go to
court on a particular day to answer the complaint. Police will give the
summons together with a copy of the complaint to the defendant.

Will the ADVO protect my children?

Children are affected by Domestic & Family Violence and should be
protected. Your children can be included on your ADVO or a separate
application can be made for your children.

A police officer is the only person who can apply for an Apprehended
Violence Order for a child under 16 years. Anyone over 16 years of age
can apply for an Apprehended Violence Order on his or her own behalf.

An ADVO can state that the defendant should not approach the children.
However if a Family Law Parenting Order or Injunction is in place which
allows the defendant contact with the children, this can override the
conditions on an ADVO.
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If there is a Family Law Order giving the defendant access to the children
and you believe they are not safe, you need to see a Solicitor or contact
the Family Law Court for advice.

Your day at court

The date you have to attend court is on the ADVO application. You may
have questions about what happens at court and what you have to do. For
assistance, contact the Domestic Violence Liaison Officer at your nearest
police station who will be able to assist and direct you to other services.

For information you can also contact the Local Court, you will be
attending. Most local courts also have a Domestic Violence Court

Assistance service that will provide you with information.

How to report Domestic & Family Violence?

If you are in immediate danger call Triple Zero (000). When you call
Triple Zero (000) an operator will ask you what service you require.
Simply say ‘Police’, when you have been connected stay on the line and
provide as much information to the operator as possible. If you’re calling
from a fixed phone and you need to leave for safety reasons, leave the
phone off the hook.

Where there is no immediate danger and you would like to seek help or
advice, contact your local police station. If you do not wish to speak to
police in the first instance, then call the DoCS Domestic Violence Line,
24 hours a day, 7 days a week on 1800 656 463.

It is important when you speak to police you inform them of what has
happened and explain any fears you may have. Tell the police if you think
the person has possession of or access to a firearm or other weapons.

If you witness or have information relating to a Domestic & Family
Violence incident, call Triple Zero (000) in an emergency. For non
emergencies contact local police or Crime Stoppers on 1800 333 000.

Crime Stoppers is a 24 hour service that allows you to report crime
anonymously.
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Support Services

NSW Police Force has over 100 dedicated Domestic Violence Liaison
Officers (DVLO), who are specialists in dealing with Domestic and
Family Violence issues.

Domestic Violence Liaison Officers can:

Make sure you get the right information about the legal process
relating to ADVOs

Explain your rights and answer your questions

Attend court with you

Put you in touch with specialised local services as you require

Multicultural Community Liaison Officers (MCLOs)

MCLOs are civilian staff of the NSW Police who work across numerous
Local Area Commands.

The main tasks of a MCLO are to:

Facilitate communication between police and ethnic communities
Support police in meeting the needs of diverse ethnic communities
Increase community awareness about what constitutes crime and
ways of reporting it

Develop and implement community education programs on safety
and crime prevention

Provide victim support

Participate in police-community projects

Provide language assistance, where appropriate (police related
matters only)

Actively promote and implement a wide range of ethnic affairs
initiatives and policies of the NSW Police Force.
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Cabramatta Local Area Command Focus

Domestic and family violence is an issue which is taken very seriously by
the Cabramatta Local Area Command. There is no justifiable reason why
this type of offence should occur, no mater what the circumstances are.
Domestic and family violence erodes the security, safety and happiness of
too many families and no person, whether it be a victim or secondary
victim, should have to put up with it.

The Cabramatta Police are committed to tackling domestic and family
violence by targeting offenders and supporting victims and their families.
There are programs and options available to all members of the
community affected by this form of violence, which aims to facilitate
early intervention in high risk situations and aims to provide support in
achieving a safer environment for victims and their families.

Police can not reduce domestic and family violence without the
collaborative efforts of the community. It is through the timely reporting
of these incidents to Police and support services which will ultimately
reduce the likelihood of repeat offences from occurring and more
importantly attend to the welfare of victims.
